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Spreadsheets - Minor Project.

A Spreadsheet application must consist of more than a single sheet containing labels, numbers and formulae into which the user types data. It should use some or all of the following:

· a template that can only be altered by an authorised user, while other users would load the template, enter their own data and save the spreadsheet as a worksheet;

· a separate area of the spreadsheet set aside for data entry, making use of a User Input dialog box and validation of input data, data would be automatically transferred to a different area for processing;

· pivot tables for management analysis;

· multiple scenarios for best, likely and worst scenarios;

· use of goal seek and solver;

· locking sheets with some cells unprotected;

· outlining and other auditing tools;

· table look-up functions;

· cell naming instead of formulae, making them more meaningful;

· macros to control input, processing and output;

· a front end menu allowing the user to choose different options;

· command buttons to perform various tasks;

· use of control boxes such as list box, check box and radio buttons;

· on line help for the user.
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
